A reading from the book of Ezekiel (37:1-14)

' The hand of the Lord was on me, and he brought me out by the Spirit of
the Lord and set me in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. 2He led



me back and forth among them, and | saw a great many bones on the
floor of the valley, bones that were very dry. 3He asked me, “Son of man,
can these bones live?” | said, “Sovereign Lord, you alone know.”

4Then he said to me, “Prophesy to these bones and say to them, ‘Dry
bones, hear the word of the Lord! 5 This is what the Sovereign Lord says
to these bones: | will make breath enter you, and you will come to life. 61
will attach tendons to you and make flesh come upon you and cover you
with skin; | will put breath in you, and you will come to life. Then you will
know that | am the Lord.” 7 So | prophesied as | was commanded. And as
| was prophesying, there was a noise, a rattling sound, and the bones
came together, bone to bone. 81 looked, and tendons and flesh appeared
on them and skin covered them, but there was no breath in them.

¥Then he said to me, “Prophesy to the breath; prophesy, son of man, and
say to it, ‘This is what the Sovereign Lord says: Come, breath, from the
four winds and breathe into these slain, that they may live.”

8 Those who are in
the realm of the flesh cannot please God.? You, however, are not in the
realm of the flesh but are in the realm of the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of
God lives in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, they do
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not belong to Christ. 10 But if Christ is in you, then even though your body
is subject to death because of sin, the Spirit gives lifeld because of
righteousness. 1 And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the

dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life
to your mortal bodies because of his Spirit who lives in you.

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John (11:1-45)

' Now a man named Lazarus was sick. He was from Bethany, the village
of Mary and her sister Martha. 2 (This Mary, whose brother Lazarus now
lay sick, was the same one who poured perfume on the Lord and wiped
his feet with her hair.) 2 So the sisters sent word to Jesus, “Lord, the one
you love is sick.” 4When he heard this, Jesus said, “This sickness will not
end in death. No, it is for God’s glory so that God’s Son may be glorified
through it.” 5Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus. ¢ So
when he heard that Lazarus was sick, he stayed where he was two more
days, 7and then he said to his disciples, “Let us go back to Judea.”

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who had come along with her also weeping, he was deeply moved in
spirit and troubled. 34 “Where have you laid him?” he asked. “Come and
see, Lord,” they replied.

37 But some of them said, “Could not he who opened the
eyes of the blind man have kept this man from dying? 38 Jesus, once
more deeply moved, came to the tomb.
